This is the first issue of IFLA Express
2003. IFLA Express, as you may know,
is a free conference newsletter serving
two purposes. Firstly, IFLA Express con-
tains any essential information that you
may need as a participant in order to
get the maximum benefit from the con-
ference. It includes programme details
such as open sessions, workshops, ple-
nary speakers and satellite meetings,
but also changes in programme, voting
details and other relevant information.
Secondly, we intend to provide short
background articles on subjects of
interest to delegates. The second issue
of the IFLA Express will be published in
May/June 2003, another five issues will
appear each morning during the con-
ference, starting on Sunday (with the
exception of Thursday). One summaris-
ing issue with the highlights of the con-
ference will appear after the confer-
ence.

The Berlin IFLA Conference has the inter-
esting topic: “Access Point Library: Media
— Information — Culture”. A wonderful
topic that summarizes the diverse tasks of
libraries in a nutshell — tasks concerning
the past as well as the future.

The German translation of the conference
theme is: “Bibliothek als Portal” and
means “Library as a Portal”. Terms like
door, gate or portal are correlations for
entrance or passage way: “portal” espe-
cially designates a monumental entrance.
In my view, it is a very appealing image
used already not too long ago, in pre-digi-
tal times, to characterize libraries as a gate
to the world of knowledge. Moreover, the
use of the term “portal” in our times
allows varied interpretations. Evoking
associations with a web presence it also
testifies to the daily practice of many
scientific and public libraries all over the
world.

Allow me to stick to this image of the
library as a door, gate or portal to the
world of knowledge and information and
let me add another image. In Roman
times, one would often find the God of
local and temporal entry, the double-faced
Janus, at doors, gates and passages. Janus
symbolised the local and temporal pas-

sage, that is the one from past to future.
This image specifies the tasks of our
libraries in their entirety. On the one hand,
libraries should look to the future and
make use of the latest information tech-
nology in order to supply people with the
latest information. On the other hand, it is
their task to preserve the treasures of
science and culture accumulated in the
past and to make them accessible to
future generations so that they can build
upon these “Geistesschétze” of the past.

When you are visiting the Berlin libraries,
you will encounter a tremendous treasure
of knowledge and cultural values of the
past. But you will also notice that Berlin
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libraries are taking up the challenges of
both, present and future.

Two more interpretations may be
ascribed to this image of the double-
faced Janus. Libraries on the whole do
not only need to satisfy the require-
ments of a highly specialised scientific
community but also have to take care
that the cultural achievement of read-
ing is not limited to a part of humanity
only. Rather, it is their duty to spread
this achievement. If we now slightly
change the Janus’ view, we will realize
that libraries must look up to the starry
sky of scientific research. Furthermore,
they must remain in touch with reality
and continue to support what is the
basis of any human culture and
science: the support and promotion of
language. Language is the most human
feature of all. Language distinguishes
us most from other living beings. The
South African Nobel prize-winner of lit-
erature, Nadine Gordimer, once put it
like this: “What makes a man a man, is
not his upright gait or the stick he uses
to fight or dig for food, but his lan-
guage.”

The image of Janus also relates to the
capital of Berlin where this IFLA confer-
ence will be held. In Roman mythology,
Janus is looking with a sad expression
on his face in one direction and with a
happy expression in the other. In this
beautiful city, where we shall hopefully
meet, Janus looks to the past with a
quite sad expression. Many places in
Berlin will remind you of the highlights
of German history, of the ideas and the
history of civilisation. But they will con-
front you with the dark sides of the
German past as well.

Today, this city, re-united since 1990, is
a colourful, vibrant and often joyful

metropolis that opens its doors and
